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That which is eternal must have come from nowhere because it has no beginning or end.  If everything was created then it must eventually end.  The source of everything would thus have to be eternal and previously exist in nothingness.  In others words, if God created everything, then he was nowhere when there was nothing.  Creationism would then demand that prior to existence there was nothing but God.  Yet only nothing itself can exist in nothingness, which really doesn’t exist because then it would be something.  Thus, in order for God to exist he could not have created everything because he must have existed in something.  Yet God cannot be God unless he created everything and is eternal, and if he is eternal, then he must have always existed somewhere outside of nothing.  However, by creating everything he must have been in nothingness prior to existence and could have only been nothing himself.


God then, as the source of everything, cannot be eternal in order to exist, yet he cannot be God unless he is eternal and therefore does not exist.
