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The purpose of every living organism is to live according to its own nature.  The human organism, by virtue of consciousness, is a non-instinctual being that must rely on the ability to reason in order to survive.  Therefore, the tool of human survival is the human mind.  Exercising the mind with logic and reason from the basis of accurate knowledge and profound wisdom can increase intellectual capacity which is ultimately necessary for sustaining proper human existence.  Proper human existence is derived from living according to human nature.  The essence of human nature is individual thought: to create ideas from conscious effort and implement them in a rational manner as to improve the quality of life so that pleasure and happiness can be obtained.  In order to attain true happiness, an accurate perception of truth and a clear understanding of ethics are essential.  Therefore, integrity must be upheld at all costs, for without it, human existence would be meaningless.


The meaning of life is as it is, not just according to me or to anyone else, but according to itself.  Even though you can give meaning to life, you cannot give it of life, for life has its own meaning.  In other words, just as the purpose of a heater is to heat, a freezer is to freeze, a container is to contain, and a light is to illuminate, the purpose of life is to live.  The purpose explains the how, the meaning explains the why; the purpose leads to the meaning, and the meaning is the purpose.  Therefore, the meaning of life is life per se.
